	INTRODUCTION

	Through observation, lecture, discussion, and written impressions of the Columbus Memory Timeline website http://www.columbusmemory.org/timeline/ of the Columbus Metropolitan Library students will become familiar with the history of Parks & Public Spaces in Columbus, Ohio 1851-1886. The students will make practical application of Parks & Public Spaces by creating a diorama of a Central Park for Columbus, which may include designing public furnishings and objects.
(The art project in this lesson plan is easily used by K thru 12.)

	ASSESSMENT

	SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT: 

1. Students will have a studio experience where they will experiment with and explore clay or papier-mache, other materials, tools and techniques to build a diorama. 

2. Through discussion and written compositions of prose or poetry the students will describe their view of parks and public spaces.

3. Students will analyze and describe different visual aspects of their public park. 
4.  Students create a written reflection (poetry or prose) on time spent in a park or public space.


	PRE-ASSESSMENT

Participants will use Quick writes to integrate writing with previous knowledge about Parks & Public Spaces in Columbus, Ohio from 1851 to present, including their knowledge of making a diorama.

PROCEDURES

	1.  Roll of the teacher or teaching artist: Share information with students from the Columbus Memory timeline and other sources on Parks & Public Spaces in Columbus, Ohio. With a focus on Goodale Park & Franklin Park Conservatory. Then guide the students in making a diorama of a public park.
2.  Time needed:  3 hours (over a period of days allowing for drying time).
3.  Space needed:  An art room or room with tables for working with clay or papier- mache and other art supplies.
4.  Equipment, resources and materials needed: Tables & coverings, clay or papier-mache, paints, found objects. A large piece of plywood or other base for the diorama. 
5.Step by step:  (include evidence of integration)

The teacher or teaching artist will guide the students through a Quick Write experience regarding their knowledge of Parks & Public Spaces in Columbus, Ohio and making a public park diorama.
The teacher or TA will then share pictures and text about the history of Goodale Park and Franklin Park Conservatory in Columbus, Ohio and information on making a diorama.
As a group students will share their impressions of the images the viewed and the history of Goodale Park, Franklin Park Conservatory and making dioramas.

Individually students will have a hands-on experience working in clay or papier-mache and painting objects for the diorama. They will also write in prose or poetry an impression of spending time in a park or public space.
Studio Steps:

1. Students will review a brief history of Columbus, Ohio’s Parks & Public spaces and discuss the materials/tools used in making a diorama of a public park, adding terms to their quick write.
2.  Students will draw a rough sketch of the park plan to make including ideas for water features, trees, bushes, flowerbeds, park benches/tables, restrooms etc.
3. Students will edit and transpose their final sketch into clay and other materials to construct a diorama.
4. In small groups the students will describe and analyze different visual aspects of their work.

5. The students will briefly write (in poetry or prose) about spending an afternoon in the park.
6. The students will view the collective work and individual compositions. 

7. Students will reflect on the finished pieces and compositions.
